Most of the early houses built in America were suited to farm life, as it was not until cities
became manufacturing centers that colonists could survive without farming as their major
occupation. Among the earliest farmhouses in America were those built in Plymouth
Colony. Generally they consisted of one large rectangular room on the ground floor, called

a hall or great room and having a fireplace built into one of the walls, and a loft overhead.
