They were built between the 8% and 13™ centuries. The remaining towers were dedicated to different
gods.

The 2.6 statue has 10 hands, each is holding a specific object
illustrating the power of Buddha. The tour to Ponagar Cham Towers lasted 5 hours. I was rather tired but
